WS: Felt Paul Riismandel's comments at the Associates meeting backing the sentiment for the Associates 
to build in more conversational spaces at meetings were 'responsible' in the sense of the mission statement.

MB takes to review.

Jg: We have received Alan Angell's "Dissonance" (Indie Rock) demo. No proposal yet.  VN takes demo 
CD to review.  

Jg: Please direct comments to weftp.

MAIL CALL! - REPORTS

APPROVAL OF PREVIOUS MEETING'S MINUTES [AUG. 28, 2007]
WS requests moving this item to the end of open business.
Jg grants.

ADDITIONS TO / APPROVAL OF AGENDA
Jg identified items moved etc., including:
- Re-added Wed. 2am-5am open slot, which was accidentally omitted.
- Carol Ammons' job report removed, since her term expired and she left the PC.
- Added to the "Discussion" section of the agenda WS request to revisit definition of the PC 
Communications position in the Standard Operating Procedure Section B3.

Jg clarifies that Stan Waggoner is a PC member with a show proposal being voted on at this meeting, and 
the PC also have officer elections scheduled at this same meeting.

Jg: Stan, do you have any objections to the proposed order of these in the agenda, or otherwise?
SW: No.

Jg: We are postponing the vice-chair election due to the discussion planned next meeting to look at the 
definition of the position. [Recorder's note: The position of PC vice-chair has not been filled recently.]

Jg: I am running for Chair. Bill Saylor is running for Communications. We are both unopposed, correct? 
Any objections?

PC nods. [No objections.]

Jg: The voting procedure is not codified in the SOP...

SW: Motion to conduct the PC officer elections by acclimation.
MB: Second.
No discussion.
Approved 3/0/2.

PROBATIONARY REVIEW: 
ALEX LAZAREVICH “MODBIT” (SATURDAY 10PM-MIDNIGHT); 

Jg describes the process of the review discussion. PC will ask how it's going, ask about any problems, 
then ask for feedback on his experience with the show proposal process. 

Jg: How's "modbit" going?

AL: Great, I really enjoy it. I think there are some WEFT listeners who are enjoying it too.  [AL hands 
out a writeup summarizing same.] The first show was on April 4th. I have done 27 shows so far. I have 
played a lot of different composers -- trying to focus on composers who live here, students and teachers 
and former residents who study this music.  It has some crossover with other show audiences like 
"Fanfare for the Speeding Bullet" and "Incoming Wounded," although the music is very different. Also, 
some listeners will continue to listen to Ed's show when the shows change at midnight. I post the show 
online, but I do pay royalties to Live 365.  I think that's attracted an audience outside of town, even 
including composers and artists who find themselves listed on it. And other people who ask about the 
music.

AL con't.: Also I did my first interview on September 1, with Benjamin Grosser, a local composer and 
artist. I have immediate plans for two other composer interviews. There are a lot of student composers 
who would jump at the opportunity to be on the show. I try to be very inviting, not uptight or academic.  
I try to express and explain what is happening on the music. I try to not be stuffy -- although I can't stand 
crap.

Jg: Note that. Not stuffy, hates crap.

AL: Moving the show has improved getting feedback from listeners. I get at least one call per show. 
Sometimes the same people call, but still.... I definitely prefer it over to overnight, although -- overnight 
was great, just different.

Jg: That answers a lot of my questions. Anybody else?

VN: I always find the show interesting and I always learn something. What is the thing you like best 
about your show? What would you say is most unique about it?

AL: What I like about it, definitely my own involvement in the music and listening to it myself. I used to 
study it in school. Getting the job I have now took that away, but now I'm getting back to it; it feels like I 
am an artist and composing again.

VN: I loved your email sending your regrets that you were withdrawing your PC candidacy. It 
exemplified what WEFT is about.

Jg: Agreed.

Jg: Volunteer commitment good?
AL: Still hosting the Thursday Courier. Also, charting coordinator for genre directors on the Music 
Committee. Helped at WEFT-Fest.
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Jg: Associates status?
AL: No. The September Associates meeting was my first. I had missed the June meeting.
Jg: We will officially extend probationary status to the December Associates meeting. But we won't ask 
back if you attend the meeting.

Jg: Can you give us any comments on the PC process, especially since you've had presented multiple 
times before the PC, proposing the show and then to move the show? Anything on the process; anything 
we can do better?

AL: Overall had no problems with it. I was very new to WEFT when I started. I didn't know anything 
about the process or how to be an airshifter. Going through the process was not difficult in any way.

Jg: The question came up among the PC whether to ask you in at all at this point, given you had been to 
the PC a second time after your show was approved, when you proposed to move the show, before the 13-
week probationary review was up. Any input on that?
VN & MB try to clarify the question; WS explains that the PC wanted to know if the interview for a 
proposal was sufficiently different from an interview to review once the pressure is off, ostensibly, for 
someone like AL to come in to the PC again for discussion. Is it too much?

AL: Not really too much...sees the point of the dialog... but finds the term "probationary" kind of weird.

JM: How about "provisional"?

LM: Maybe reserve "probationary" for if there are problems at 13 weeks, then call it probationary. Since 
a show host is already on-call at any time to the PC, so to speak.

[Brief discussion about role of review.]

* PROPOSEES FOR WEDNESDAYS 6-8PM (LOWELL MILLER, STAN WAGGONER)

Jg: For the record, Stan will be out for the closed session discussion, and there has been no discussion on 
weftp [the Programming Committee email list].

Jg explains the process: Interviews with the proposees -- in alphabetical order -- then the Programming 
Committee, without SW, discusses and votes in closed session at end of the meeting. 

LM to Jg: Is Indy proposing then for Tuesday [10pm-12am] only and not Wednesday?
Jg: Yes.

[   * LOWELL MILLER [LM] PROPOSING "BUILDING BLOCKS" WEDNESDAYS 6PM-8PM]

Jg: Tell us about "Building Blocks."

LM: Indie rock, with a mix of hip hop, jazz, etc. I am leaning toward interviews. I dedicate a show or half 
a show to feature an artist sometimes.  I have flyers designed. [LM hands out draft copies]. I have a 
MySpace page, since we're not streaming yet.  I also have an email address for requests and to receive 
promotional info.
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Jg: I like the footnote on your flyer: "Doctor's warning: Too much really crappy music can make you 
sleepy, apathetic, bored and possibly ugly from too much grimacing. ...Listen to something good and 
good for you...."

Jg: Questions?

Avi: For clarification, when you say you will dedicate an hour of a show, is that all music?
LM: Yes, with some information like tour dates.
Avi: Due to the webcasting proposed by the Board, there will be restrictions on same-artist airplay within 
three hours.
Jg: I have indicated to [Board of Directors webcasting coordinator] Jason Croft that we will not constrain 
the airshifters' broadcasts for that, but instead we need to provide a way to turn the webcasting off when a 
show would violate the webcasting rules.
LM: Still, could accommodate that on the show.

Jg: Where do you get your information/contacts? 
LM: For example, AllMusic.com, other credible 'net sources, also the bands' and labels' webpages. 
Contacting the bands, going through reps. I got to interview The Black Keys that way. It's not too hard if 
you identify yourself. If I can do it over the phone, off-site, that would be better.
Jg: You have that capability?
LM: Yes...
VN: How about using the phone interface at the station?
LM: If I were here, maybe. But I would prefer to be able to edit it if necessary, including for swear words, 
or harsh language. You know -- British musicians.

Jg: Other questions?

MB: Volunteer commitment?
LM: I have been on the Building Committee, helping [building committee chair] John Coleman.

Jg: I realize you've been out of commission somewhat with personal obligations, but where does your 
Associates status stand?
LM: It's current.
Jg: Could you continue to attend Associates meetings with a change in your schedule?
LM: Yes.

[ *   STAN WAGGONER [SW] PROPOSING "THE MIDWATCH" WEDNESDAYS 6PM-8PM]

SW: "The Midwatch" is a political talk show, with a lot of audio clips, and opportunities to call in. I've 
had quite a few guests, [local U.S. Representative] Tim Johnson for example. Last couple months, month 
and a half, the guest count has dropped off a little bit, but a guest is scheduled for my next show.

WS: Are you ready to do the show every week?  Do you have a plan to cope for burnout?

SW: I'm not sure. I take a lot of time preparing each show though, quite a few hours. I spend a lot of time 
on the show.

Jg: How do you do your research on your show and how would that impact going weekly?
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SW: I prefer to get House and Senate hearings from C-Span, or "Meet the Press," then clip to pertinent 
answers to speak about. I use other sources as well.

VN: How do you record it?

SW: Just off the web. I listen off the web, record in Audacity, then cut and paste.

VN: It seems to work.

SW: I enjoy the show.

Jg: Your volunteer commitment is obvious. [SW is a PC member.]  Are you currently an Associate?
SW: I am.

VN: What is the most unique thing about the show?
SW: What I like most about the show is to clarify the misinformation that is out there. Most of what they 
hear is hoo-hah from the ditto-head media or lazy media and I criticize both those groups on a regular 
basis. I'm not the only one with an idea out there, but to hear the proof of what you are saying, that people 
are saying...is good.

VN: You'll have a little bit of General Petraeus on next show [from recent Congressional hearings]?
SW: A little bit. And Ron Paul.

Jg: How long have you been dong the show?
SW: About a year.
Jg: Again, given that you'd be doing the show twice as much as you're used to...If you can't make it or are 
sick, how would you cover the show?

SW: Well, I pre-recorded it the one week I was out so far. I would like to but haven't yet approached 
[some of the Saturday morning hosts] to sub.

PC contemplates the similarities and differences. Jg: It could work depending on who comes in.

Jg to both SW and LM: What is your understanding of the WEFT mission statement, and how does your 
show fulfill it?

LM: WEFT tries to appeal to outlying communities -- both outside and inside CU -- and bring them ideas 
that they can hear that they wouldn't hear anywhere else. And to bring competition to other radio stations 
in town, all of which are crap. Even when 107.1 [WPGU-FM] changed their format you could request a 
song to them but the dj would tell you they could only play what was loaded into their system -- it was all 
singles. I try to bring variety. Indie rock can cover quite a bit, plus hip hop, electronica, country...a real 
jambalaya.

SW: Something other than what you hear on ditto-head media and lazy media. My interest is national 
politics which is somewhat outside the community. But, I've tried to have State representatives and 
senators on the program, and will try to have Representative Jakobssen on, which she probably would. 
I try to bring that.
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Jg: Say I'm at home on Wednesdays 6-8pm; there's other things I could do. What is going to make me put 
my other life down and listen to your show? What makes your show special? Say I'm disinterested; what 
will make me tune in to it?

SW: It's an opportunity for people to hear something they won't hear somewhere else, and to participate. 
Even if they listen to Rhodes or the other liberal hosts on the 'net, they don't get to call in. And I have 
some humorous moments on my show from time to time. Like the elephant sound... -- It's an opportunity 
for listeners interested in politics to hear the other side of the story, and an opportunity to call in. 
Hopefully people will enjoy it.

Jg, back to LM: OK, I am playing Lego Star Wars 2. Why should I tune in?

LM: My show is the perfect soundtrack to Lego Star Wars 2!  You can sit down and be absorbed by it, it 
has an escapist feeling, but it can also be in the background. You can still listen to it and enjoy it but not 
be immersed in it. People could see what's out there listening to the show. I will without fail play at least 
25% new music, without repeats from week to week. Maybe two from the previous show. Otherwise I 
find B-sides or pick other selections from a release.

Jg: Obviously, and this will be a topic for closed discussion too, the biggest difference between the two 
proposals for this slot is that one is a music show one is a talk show.  Any comments on that?

PC: Not really.

Jg: Any other questions?

[None.]

Jg to visitors: That was a simple/straightforward process, by the way, for an example of a show proposal.

MAIL CALL - DISTRIBUTION [bis]

Jg: Print promo for "Overseas Voices" radio program, to Pacifica affiliates. Attempts to share 
perspectives not heard in America these days, offered by ex-patriots living abroad, etc. Sample topic: The 
oil crash. VN takes promo to check out (obtainable online).

VN and Jg report that the "What The Media Haven't Tell You" program CD ("How George W. Bush Won 
the Republican Nomination in 2000") failed to play correctly during the Courier the day it was scheduled, 
even though the same CD played fine on other players previously.

Jg: We will likely pass on probationary review for either SW or LM if we award the Wednesday evening 
slot to one of them tonight [given that both their shows had aired recently beyond probationary review].

Jg: Can't find the proposal but thinks there is one somewhere. Alan is subbing now.

Jg: The Volition guys gave it a shot with video game music show, but as per their emails (forwarded to 
weftp), after subbing it they found the overnight schedule would be too much for them and withdrew their 
proposal for this slot.

Jg: Kim is subbing. FR is not here to ask how it's going. [This slot follows FR's show.] Kim wants to wait 
to get experience before coming in before the PC, but she beat the deadline and is the only proposal in for 
the slot.

Jg: Sam and Neil [visiting] are potentially looking at it, so Jg possibly fast-tracking them.

JOB REPORTS

MARK BEE: BOD [Board of Directors] LIAISON & PSA COORDINATOR 
[+ PUBLIC AFFAIRS PROPOSAL FORM]

MB: No report.
Jg: The Public Affairs proposal form went over well at the Associates meeting.

TISH MCCARTHY: ATC [Airshifter Training Committee] LIAISON
[Planned absence.]
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VICKI NISWANDER: PUBLIC AFFAIRS SUPPORT INITIATIVE

VN: I have posted the public affairs training PowerPoint tutorial.
Jg: Has anyone reviewed it?
PC: No one else has reviewed it yet.
Jg: It's awesome.

VN: It's 45 slides.
Jg: Is there a summary?
VN: It's in the Table of Contents.
[MB reads the Table of Contents to the group.]
VN: Topics are hyperlinked in the PowerPoint file from the Table of Contents, so viewers can jump to a 
topic.
Jg: So, this PowerPoint format is intended as online training. 
VN: Yes.
Jg: To require as training?
VN: Not sure yet.
SW: We're thinking to offer it as a supplemental training. Another training outside of airshifter training. 
That way they have a chance to interact with somebody who does a Public Affairs show.
Jg: So, they could do both?
SW: Sure. If they are interested, that's fine. When people go through Airshifter Training, they would be 
told there is a third session for Public Affairs.
Jg: Then we could set up added Public Affairs trainers. SW & VN would be the contacts. Similar to the 
second training class session where we walk through show proposal form with trainees at the end of the 
session.
VN: I would like to get feedback on it. I just drafted it on my own. I don't have the experience.

Jg: My issue, what I would like to do, is to field test it, have a presentation. Specifically invite the Public 
Affairs hosts, have them sit through the presentation and give feedback with a lot of talk afterwards. The 
people who are the WEFT public affairs experience. Are you ready for that?
SW: ...In...two weeks?
VN: Yes, after correcting typos, etc.
Jg: OK, for our next PC meeting, set a date/time we can do this. Not during any Public Affairs shows, of 
course. Once you set that, let's talk about a specific invitation and a general invitation. We'll coordinate.
VN: We can do a PowerPoint presentation here at the station?
Jg: Kristy did one last Airshifter Training, but maybe that was on her own equipment.
SW offers use of his own projection screen.

WS insists on doing the two steps separately. Keep the number of reviewers small and limited to Public 
Affairs hosts until the material is further developed before going to the larger "public" audience. 
PC discusses. General agreement.

WS confirms that we didn't resolve whether the training would be required to get a public affairs show.
VN: We should ask the Public Affairs airshifters about that.
PC is agreeable to keep that question on the table/under development/to revisit.
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STAN WAGGONER: PUBLIC AFFAIRS SUPPORT INITIATIVE

SW passes around a draft sample of a "WEFT" press pass.

Avi: As a member of the Public Relations Committee, and from personal [employment] experience, I 
would want the PR Committee to review and coordinate any press pass plans.

WS suggests running it by the Board of Directors.

MB further indicates that the Board of Directors would want to review it since it declares a holder a 
representative of WEFT but without having any journalism training (ethics, techniques, etc.).

LM likes the idea as well as understands MB's concerns. Suggests maybe qualify its use by requiring 
training with a previously approved/trained WEFT grantor.

MB: Don't know what journalism skills WEFT could train somebody for...also could present liability 
exposure.

LM: Maybe you could have different levels of press pass, for different events/applications. 

Avi: You see there are lots of issues. I'd be willing to discuss them with anyone later.

SW: Most events hand out there own press passes, maybe having our own could be a way to get those 
easier.

Avi: It could be a good idea, but it needs more development.

DISCUSSION

 * SOP [STANDARD OPERATING PROCEDURE] RE-DRAFT 

* D6 REVIEW [SHOW CO-HOSTS & COLLECTIVES]

Jg reviews revisions previously discussed for defining co-hosts and collectives. No limitation to the 
number of cohosts. When a cohost leaves, the PC will review it -- that is, put it on the agenda for 
discussion -- but will not necessarily call them in to a PC meeting for review. Jg offers examples of co-
host transitions that were straightforward (Jason Pitzl to Kristen Holtz on Sunday night goth/darkwave 
show), and others less so.

Jg reads the proposed version of the PC SOP Section D Part 6, as follows:
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Part 6:  Co-Hosts / Collectives

Any airshifter may request to have an official co-host for his or her 
program at any time after the show has been granted. An official co-host 
must have completed the Airshifter Training Course. The host airshifter 
must present a written request to the committee who will review and vote 
on the co-host under the same procedures as regular program proposals. 
There is no limit to how many co-hosts a show may have.
 
In the event that a co-host leaves their slot, the airshift may be granted to 
the remaining co-host. If this should occur the programming committee 
must be notified in writing within two (2) weeks at which time the 
Programming Committee will revisit the original program proposal.
 
Proposals may also be made in the form of a Collective. A Collective is 
defined in this document as a show that is owned by no one single 
person, but by a Group, comprised of at least three (3) individuals. A 
Collective must, in their proposal to the Programming Committee, 
provide a “charter”, which defines its purpose (in regards to the show), 
its membership requirements, and its initial membership list. A 
Collective may define its membership however it wishes (subject to 
Programming Committee approval) and may then extend and decline and 
remove airshifters from their Collective as they see fit, provided it 
follows their charter. Dropping below three (3) airshifters will subject the 
show to an automatic show review by the Programming Committee. A 
Collective must have a Lead Airshifter who is responsible for scheduling 
the different airshifters, ensuring all Collective members maintain 
Associate status and volunteer work, and who will be the contact person 
for the Programming Committee should communication with the 
Collective be needed.
 
Any show may re-propose as a Collective, having met the requirements 
above, but approval of the show as a Collective or as Co-hosts will be at 
the discretion of the Programming Committee.

Avi: What about new not-yet-Associates as collective members?
Jg: The PC will expect the collective representatives to see to it that the collective members follow up on 
fulfilling those requirements.

MB: What are the advantages of collective over cohosts?
Jg: It is a way to have certain shows on the air longer. Like, say, Womyn Making Waves.
WS: A collective is more self-managed.
[More discussion on collectives.]

Jg: The Vice-Chair election is postponed until next meeting, until we can talk about the duties more.

Jg: All the elected PC positions are elected at the beginning of September for one-year terms. Statements?

WS: I am willing to continue to be secretary -- if no one else is interested -- but not past the end of November.
VN: What is the end of November?
WS: The end of my term.
Jg: For everyone's information, if there is no elected secretary, we rotate taking notes. It's a good position 
to be in, though, because it makes you listen to everything.

Jg: Being chair is a blast. It freaking rules.

MB: Motion to re-elect both candidates to new terms by acclimation.
No objections. No further discussion.
So acclimated. [Jason greenly re-elected PC Chair. Bill Saylor re-elected PC Communications (secretary).]

* PROBATIONARY REVIEWS WHEN SHOWS ARE MOVED (WHEN REVIEW IS PENDING)

MB proposes that the PC shift the scheduled 13-week review with any approved move. That is, if a show 
moves in the schedule during its "probationary" period, the PC will still conduct a review of the show with 
the host(s) 13 weeks after the date of the move/approval (rather than from the original proposal approval).

WS concurs.
VN concurs.
SW agrees with AL's comments tonight on the subject, revised since last commentary on it.
So concurred.

Jg: Go team.

* FRIDAY JAZZ LOA [SHOW TRADES]
Jg feels he has made clear to the host the need for the host to talk to the PC Chair specifically, by phone, 
[regarding frequent/long-term scheduled subs]. But has received no reply. Discussion for future closed 
session.

    (MONDAY JAZZ 9-11:30AM); PROBATIONARY REVIEW (CHECK ASSOCIATE STATUS)

Jg: Any word on whether Isaiah was at the Associates meeting [last week to complete his Associates status]?
VN & WS: Don't think he was.
WS: We need to check the excused absences on the agenda sheet handed out at the Associates meeting.
PC concurs to ask Isaiah about circumstance, if not, to consider giving one more chance, as it usually does.
A Special Associates Meeting might be held before December, which would be an additional opportunity.
